T Focus Group on "Artificial Intelligence (AI) and Internet of Things (IoT) for Digital Agriculture" 
(FG-AI4A), whereby he is leading along with an international team of experts, the use of emerging 
technologies including AI and IoT; to support optimized agricultural production and management 
processes.  
 
Dr Fathy has a PhD in Electronics & Communications (cognitive radio systems) and a Masters in 
crypto. He has numerous publications in scholarly journals and conferences, and he's the author 
of one book in electronics.
